The Devil suggests temptation & bondage in the material world.  
This card signifies indulgence or addiction to material pleasures instead of 
spiritual plane

This combination suggests opposing energies a struggle between spiritual & practical. 
Temperance encourages us to find balance & self control & The Devil is warns against 
addiction & materialism. When these two cards are combined they indicate that you 
need to find a balance between the spiritual & material worlds at the same time they 
point to the challenges we may face in finding & maintaining such a balance.
